Padre Pio’s fame
and reputation has continued to spread since his beatification and stories of his piety and decency
grow as he approached ultimate canonization.The only criticism of the book is that it often glosses
over details of Padre Pio’s life, particularly with respect to the controversy with the established
church and the effects of the controversy upon his ministry to the faithful. This, however is a minor
complaint.
