My son (10) is in the fantasy book phase (Harry Potter, Eragon, Maximum Ride...), so he didn’t even
want to read this book initially. | pushed him to do it and he wound up finishing it in one weekend.

He was SO motivated to practice! He even did a book report on it for school.
Got this for my daughters school reading initially. After skimming it myself I'm very impressed with
this book and Tim Howard as a person. His story is so compelling, my daughter is loving it and she

normally hates reading!

This was required summer reading for my 9YO soon-to-be 4th grader but, after one chapter, he



didn’t like it. | noticed that it was rated for 8-12 YO readers but, as | read it, it was full of very esoteric
and "adult" references - not just about soccer (we are not a soccer family) but also about adult
relationships in general. Don’t get me wrong. | thought it was enjoyable but unfortunately far more
geared for middle/high school students than an elementary audience. | don’t know who comes up
with the "age ratings" but they missed the ball on this one. For elementary kids who aren’t readers
by choice (as, sadly, most kids are these days) and who are required to read this higher-level
non-fiction, there is a definite risk of alienating future readers by (1) reinforcing reading as difficult,
unexciting drudgery or (2) reinforcing "skimming’ through books that have little/no relevance in that
child’s life experiences "just to get through it". Either option is a huge disservice to our children.

Reclassify this book for ages 13+ audiences.

My 9 year old daughter is a big reader. It's always hard to get kids to read nonfiction over fiction so |
found books that related to her life. She is training to be a goalkeeper and even at 9 years old she’s
had some disappointments in sports, getting cut from elite teams, not being as fast as other kids,
having bad games, etc. She’s been reading this book lately and she gets SO excited to tell me
about it. Tim Howard shows that he never had it easy and he had a lot to overcome to get to where
he is. Very inspiring to a little girl who dreams of being a Women’s World Cup goalie some day!
She’s reading a nonfiction book and gaining some confidence, couldn’t ask for more from a book!
