However, before World War |, Hungary meant the entire
Austro-Hungarian Empire that included what after WWI were Czechoslovakia, Yugoslavia, and other

southern and eastern European countries. People are misled about their ancestors’ origins because



of only Hungary being on the passenger manifests. On page 50, it wasn't just single women who
might have trouble leaving Ellis Island, but also women traveling with their children to meet their
husbands who already were in the U.S. A male relative or sponsor didn’t have "to come for them",
but did have to assure they had enough money to get to their final destination. | know, because this
happened to my maternal grandmother and her 3 children in 1906.

to house these women and children while they waited for permission was the hospital island.
