The narrative/text however, is

VERY good. It is succinct yet includes a sufficient amount of info.

This book is very good for brief interesting facts on WWII both on the home front and the basics of

the war. It enlightens and expands the notion of what the war must have been like for many

Americans. The projects are very clever and easy to make which can be a relief to kids and parents

under pressure.
