And Philbrick at this point would usually deviate from the chronological action and fill the
reader in on the Azores and its history in whaling industry. Philbrick did this often with different
anecdotes.A quick look through his ending notes section, lets you know that Philbrick did thorough
research, and a read through his book lets you know that it paid off! I'm glad to say that this is going
