She didn’'t want to tell the five
truths she knew about Halloween that Paulie Allen Puffer had told her, because something bad
would happen to her if she did tell. So, she turned to her stuffed animal for support. How many
children talk to their stuffed animals?

But she decides on the
costume she wants, and there is a very good reason for that costume (but | can’t tell you what the
reason is).Junie B. gets in that costume and her mom takes her trick-or-treating. Junie B. is
determined to scare people (other trick-or-treaters or just anyone). Will she succeed in doing
so?The book has a happy ending. She gets what she wants at the end of the book. | so badly want
to tell you what it is, but that would ruin it for you.If you have a child, or even a teen, and if they

enjoy the atmosphere of Halloween, they would probably like this book. And you might like it, too.
