The questions are interesting: "What did God do before the



world was made?", "Will my grandpa, a non-Catholic who is not a person willing to do something

evil, go to heaven.....?", When you were a child did you like dancing?", "Why do you need that tall

hat?"I have to admit that this book left me in tears. The questions are so touching and the answers

are so beautiful. The questions are in the children's' handwriting and are accompanied by drawings

by the children and pictures of the children.I bought this for our parish library. It is a book for

children, but I think adults should read it too.

I have found both my sons reading a letter or two



now and again. As someone with a busy household, I appreciate the fact that I can absorb the

words of Pope Francis in small bites. The questions asked by children envoke some deep

theological thought, but I don't have to devote hours on end to reading in order to appreciate the

Pope's responses and reflect on them throughout the day.It is great to be able to see the letter from

the child as it was written along with the child's picture. My kids especially enjoyed seeing the letters

written in other languages (with translations). It gave them a greater sense of the global nature of

the Catholic faith and initiated some conversations about Catholic practices and traditions that are

different in other countries.I bought a copy for my father as well and though he's used to reading

much heavier theological studies, he is enjoying it as well.
