Then I stumbled upon on this book and I purchased a copy of it

and I'm glad I did. This book offers very good guidance on building command line applications

specifically with Ruby 2 (but many of the ideas translate to other languages as well). The author

uses some of the well known command line utilities to explain why they are designed that way and

how to use that knowledge into building our own awesome application. From design to testing to

maintenance to distribution, it's all covered. I need to build a command line tool shortly at my work

place and I feel like I'm finally equipped with what I need to deliver a well designed command line

application. There are only couple of typos in the book and they are easy to spot. I typed all the

code myself (as opposed to using the downloaded version) and tested it and for the most part it

worked as expected. There were one or two places in the later chapters where you will need to

download the sample code and make adjustments to certain files (gemspec, Rakefile etc.) to verify

expected behaviour. Highly recommended.

This takes the command-line application a long way towards easy to use. CLI rules in the working

world of computing professionals. This sidesteps so many of the major issues that I can't really

describe them all. Get it.

The book is okay, gives some nice tips here and there. But I just didn't feel a connection to the text

as I did with POODR.
