Editors Paula S. Carlson and Peter S. Hawkins have compiled stories and essays from

contemporary writers that reflect people's experience in dealings the life events, boredom, crises,

losses, disappointments and unexpected touches of grace. Some sections are painful to read and

others are funny or joyful (like life itself.)
