To start, the Rangers Apprentice series is my all time favorite and the Brotherband Chronicles was a
great companion series that now spans 6 books, with the first 3 having need read in order, the 4 and
5, and this one (if you aren’t a curious person) could be read alone but is HIGHLY discouraged.
While for the first 70% of the book doesn’t really bring in climatic scenes (don’t get me wrong there
is some very exciting scenes that had me reading as fast as possible) it's not compared to the 4th
book where they had a full major battle at 40%.However since the 2nd book in the series | always
felt like the whole crew didn’t get enough credit. | felt the author (don’t get me wrong John Flanagan
has wrote my two favorite series) has always, for lack of a better term, favored certain characters
more and some were just always played down.

SPOILER ALERT: Without giving away too much of the
plot, I must say that killing off characters is not the right way to solve problems. There are two
characters facing life-changing decisions, and both of those choices are made for them through
deaths. The author could have used this to build a powerful story about choices and their

consequences, and show the boys grow through this process.
