This book starts on earth and then moves out through the solar system. There is a smaller section
at end that moves beyond the solar system. Its focus on nearer space isn’'t necessarily bad, but
something to be aware of.It is well illustrated with both photos and drawings. The text is simple but
informative. The layout is a bit cluttered for my taste, | think it can be distracting at places.One little
nit is that it refers to the earth rotating at 1000 miles per second. That is only true at the

equator.Overall | think this book should nurture a younger child’s interest in space.
