The
authors not only immerse the reader into the intellectual dialog of New Testament studies, but they
equally teach the reader how to interact with the New Testament and demonstrate how a properly
understanding the New Testament (especially its placement and impact within the whole of the
biblical narrative as shown in the epilogue of the second edition) refines the Christian life. There is
no attempt among the authors to sidestep the difficult issues of New Testament studies, and there is
